Major Information

Bachelor's degree seeking students may declare a business major at any point and meet the following
admission requirements prior to enrolling in any advanced 3000/4000 level course:
1) Earned a grade of C or higher in each of the following courses:
ACCT 2101, ACCT 2102, ECON 2105, ECON 2106 and
Math requirement (MATH 2040 for BBA or MATH 1401 for BAS in Technology Management)
2) Meet at least one of the following GPA requirements:
Cumulative GPA of 2.5 or higher based on at least 40 semester hours
GPA of 2.75 or higher based on the ACCT, ECON and MATH courses required for admission

Other Requirements for BBA Management:

- Completion of the Student Professional Development Program (PROS) as specified by the Mike
Cottrell College of Business

- Complete at least half of the 51 semester hours required for the combined Business Core and major
specific courses at UNG; at least 12 of these semester hours must be in the major specific area

- Earn a grade of C or higher in each course in Field of Study, the Business Core, and the major

specific area.
