Elementary and Special Education:

» Elementary and Special Education offers a dual certification in early childhood and special education (General Curriculum), which prepares students to
work in both fields in grades P-5.

» All ELESPED cohorts begin in the fall (one summer attendance is required once admitted into the program).

* Read the upper-division progression checklist.

» Complete an Elementary and Special Education application for progression to major courses/upper division.

* GPA of 2.50 required for admission.

» Completion of 60 semester credit hours that are applicable to program degree plan of study, including the completion of all courses in Communicating in
Writing, Mathematics & Quantitative Skills, Technology, Mathematics, & Sciences and Field of Study (EDUC 2110, EDUC 2120, EDUC 2130, MATH
2008, ISCI 2002K and ISCI 2001K) with grades of C or better before starting the program.

* Proof of successful completion of Georgia Ethics Assessment: Test code 360.

« A copy of current professional liability insurance. Acceptable examples include student memberships with: SPAGE, GAE, or NEA.

» A completed plan of study signed by your College of Education advisor.

» Completion of the four legislative requirements.

» Completed Mandated Reporting Training.

» Must maintain a documented, overall (UNG and Transfer) grade point average of 3.0 to graduate and be eligible for certification.

* Register with Georgia Professional Standards Commission and secure your MyPSC account.

* Transfer students wishing to apply to the Elementary and Special Education Program must first apply for admission to UNG. Please note that admission to
UNG does not automatically guarantee ability to progress to the Elementary and Special Education major courses.

Program Cohort Groups:
- Students progress to the Elementary and Special Teacher Education upper division/major courses as part of a cohort group.
- Elementary and Special Education require attendance during summer term.

Department of Elementary and Special Education:

- The following standards must be maintained for continued retention in the program:

. compliance with rules and regulations prescribed for all students at UNG;

. adherence to Code of Ethics of the Georgia Professional Standards Commission;

. completion of all courses in the academic major with a grade of C or higher; except ECSP 3100 must pass with a B or higher;

. demonstration of competence in the use of oral and written language;

. maintenance of an overall grade point average of 3.0 for graduation; and

. satisfactory performance in all field experiences, including the on-going demonstration of dispositions required of teachers as professionals.
