. Students pursuing a Bachelor’s degree are encouraged to begin taking 3/4XXX level courses once
they have met the prerequisites to do so.

« IMPACTS courses can be taken in any order and/or can be taken later to allow students to take
major courses sooner.

« All students must complete Writing and Math IMPACTS requirements within the first 30 credit hours.

« A“C” or better grade is required in ENGL 1101 and ENGL 1102.

« Check all courses for prerequisites to ensure eligibility to enroll.

« Minimum 120 hrs. required to complete a Baccalaureate degree.

« Minimum institutional GPA and overall GPA of 2.0 required for graduation. Specific majors and
degrees may have higher GPA requirements for graduation.

Major Information

Students must complete 45 credit hours of 3000-4000 level courses, and they may choose either Track A (two concentrations of 24 and
21 credits each) or Track B (three concentrations of 15 credits each).

The concentrations are as follows:

1. Fine and Performing Arts: Art, Film/Media Studies, Music, and Theater

2. Natural Sciences: Astronomy, Biology, Chemistry, Engineering, Geography, Geology, Physics, Environmental Science (ENVE & ENVS)
3. Social Sciences: Anthropology, Criminal Justice, History, Political Science, Psychology, Sociology, Gerontology, Appalachian Studies
and Environmental Studies (ENST)

4. *Business: Accounting, Business Administration, Compliance, Economics, Entrepreneurship, Finance, Management, Marketing, and
Computer Information Systems

5. **Military Science & Leadership: Military Science and pre-approved Leadership courses

6. Humanities: Communication, English, Journalism, Modern Languages, and Philosophy

7. Mathematics/Technology: Mathematics, Computer Science, Cyber Security, Geographic Information Systems and Financial Technology
8. ***Health & Human Services: Health, Human Services Delivery & Administration, Kinesiology, Nursing, all Teacher Education courses
(READ, SPED, MGED efc...), Sports Medicine, and Athletic Training

Notes:

*Business: Students may only take business courses that do not require admission to the College of Business. Students are not required
to complete the PROS program.

**Military Science and Leadership: All MILS 3000-4000 level courses are approved major courses EXCEPT 1 credit exercise/PT courses.
Leadership courses outside of MILS include courses listed in the three leadership minor tracks and courses pre-approved by the Director
of IDST.

***Health & Human Services: Nursing, Education, Sports Medicine, and Athletic Training upper-division courses require admittance into a
program; students must exit these above programs to utilize coursework. All teacher education courses, including those with prefixes
outside of the College of Education (ie: MATH, ART, HIST, ISCI etc...) will slot under the Health & Human Services Concentration.

Additional notes:

- Campus availability: Not all courses are offered on every campus. Students must work closely with their advisor to choose
courses/concentrations that meet their location needs.

- Flexible Scheduling: Students requiring primarily online and/or evening courses will be limited in the concentrations that they can choose.
There is no guarantee that a student will be able to complete their desired program on a four-year graduation track due to the limited
course options in the evening and online. The concentrations offering the most flexibility at present are Social Sciences, Business and
Health & Human Services.

- Electives: The 12 credits of electives can include any courses at the 1000-4999 level.

- Graduation requirements: In addition to institutional requirements, IDST students must earn a minimum of a 2.0 GPA in each
concentration and pass IDST 4000 with a minimum grade of C.

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	Major Information: Students must complete 45 credit hours of 3000-4000 level courses, and they may choose either Track A (two concentrations of 24 and 21 credits each) or Track B (three concentrations of 15 credits each).  

The concentrations are as follows:  

1. Fine and Performing Arts: Art, Film/Media Studies, Music, and Theater  
2. Natural Sciences: Astronomy, Biology, Chemistry, Engineering, Geography, Geology, Physics, Environmental Science (ENVE & ENVS)
