« Minimum 120 hrs. required to complete a Baccalaureate degree.

« Minimum institutional GPA and overall GPA of 2.0 required for graduation. Specific majors and
degrees may have higher GPA requirements for graduation.

Notes:

A) If Calculus | is taken in Mathematics or STEM Math, the additional hour will count in Field of Study.

B) If Calculus Il is taken in STEM Math, the additional hour will count in Field of Study.

C) When MATH 2460 is taken in STEM Math, then Math 2800, MATH 1401 or MATH 2510 may be taken in Field
of Study.

D) Social Sciences: Behavioral Science recommendation: ECON 2105

E) If MATH 2800 is taken in Field of Study, an approved upper level Math course may be taken in "Major
Courses" section. (Not Including MATH 3100, 3110, 3112, 3116, 3140)

F) If PHYS 3111 is not taken, an approved upper level Math course may be taken instead. (Not Including MATH
3100, 3110, 3112, 3116, 3140)

G) The Lab Science classes in STEM Sciences must be an approved sequence. CHEM 1211/L and CHEM
1212/L are recommended for STEM Sciences because most engineering degrees require two semesters of
Chemistry. If CHEM 1211/L and CHEM 1212/L are NOT applied in STEM Sciences, then they may be taken as
electives if needed.
