« Minimum institutional GPA and overall GPA of 2.0 required for graduation. Specific majors and
degrees may have higher GPA requirements for graduation.

Please Note:

a) If Calculus 1 is taken in “Mathematics & Quantitative Skills” or “Technology, Mathematics, & Sciences”, the additional hour
will count in “Field of Study”.

b) If Calculus Il is taken in “Technology, Mathematics, & Sciences”, the additional hour will count in “Field of Study”.

c) When MATH 2460 is taken in “Technology, Mathematics, & Sciences”, then MATH 1401 or MATH 2510 may be taken in
“Field of Study”.

d) The Lab Science classes in “Technology, Mathematics, & Sciences” must be an approved sequence (BIOL 1012K, GEOL
1101K, and GEOG/GEOL 1530K are non-paired courses and should not be taken by students majoring in Mathematics).

e) No mathematics course with a grade of D will be allowed in an official program of study.

f) A senior exit exam is required.
