Application Requirements: 3.0 is the minimum GPA to apply, but will not guarantee acceptance. Must have a minimum of 35 completed hours to include 12 hours of
required science, 6 hours of English, and 3 hours of required Math (MATH 1111 or higher)

Minimum HESI cumulative score of 75% and subsection score of 66% to apply (typically taken same semester when one applies to BSN)
Once in the BSN program, students must earn a 75% or higher in all NURS program courses, earn a C or above in all core and prerequisite requirements.

Clinical sites are extend over various counties in Georgia. Clinical Hours may vary and include weekdays, weekends, and evenings (BSN program includes 800+
Clinical Hours). Simulation is considered Clinical practice and is primarily located on the Gainesville campus, in the Center for Clinical Simulation.
