Major Information

Math Sequences:
All students will complete through MATH 2470 in Area F.
1) Students starting with MATH 1113 in Area A will complete MATH 2460 and MATH 2470 in Area F.

2) Students starting with MATH 1450 in Area A will complete MATH 2460 in Area D, and MATH 2470 in
Area F. 1 hour from Area A and 1 hour from Area D will be added to Area F.

Area D Science Sequence:
Students must complete a science sequence in Area D. ASTR 1010/L and ASTR 1020/L are HIGHLY
recommended. If not taken in Area D, must be taken as a Major Course Requirement.

Technical or Physics Electives:

Students must select six hours of 3000/4000 level physics or astronomy courses (not including
research hours), computer science, math, engineering, upper-level geography, upper-level astronomy,
or upper-level physics courses.
