Field of Study:  Electives include any 1000-2000 level class in the following disciplines: ANTH, CRJU, ECON, GEOG, HIST, MLAN, POLS, PSYC, SOCI, SOWK.

SPECIAL NOTE:  If you completed the Field of Study for a different major prior to becoming a Sociology major, you do not have to re-take the Field of Study. You must take SOCI 1101, SOCI 2400, and MATH 1401, either as part of the Core or as Open Electives.

Required Courses and Prerequisites:

SOCI 1101 must be completed with a C or better as a prerequisite for all 2000-4000 level SOCI courses.

SOCI 3020 (4 hrs) is required for the major. Prerequisite is SOCI 1101 and MATH 1401 or SOCI 2050 with grades of C or higher.

SOCI 4100 (3 hrs) is required for the major. Prerequisite is SOCI 2400.

24 additional hours of 3000-4000 level SOCI courses are required to complete the major. These courses may include any SOCI course we offer on Dahlonega, Gainesville, or Online.

All SOCI courses in the major area require a C or higher for completion of the major.
