Scheduling Major Courses
All required POLS courses in the major area are offered on a yearly rotation (Fall, Spring, and Summer or online). POLS courses in the regional emphasis are offered less regularly.

Thesis Option
It is available to students who have had extensive previous overseas experience in lieu of study abroad
requirement. It requires prior approval by academic advisor and a thesis proposal defense in front of a faculty committee.

Regional Emphasis Courses
Students must complete 15 hrs of coursework in one of four world regions: Asia, Europe, Latin America, or Middle East. It must consist of upper level courses (i.e., 3xxx level or 4xxx level) in Political Science, History, International Studies, and Modern Languages focusing in one these four regions.

International Internship
It consists of 320 hours of work (60% of which must be cross-cultural in content). It requires prior approval of Internship Coordinator.
