A student’s international internship
must be coordinated within their concentration and have completed a minimum of 48 credit hours prior to an internship.
A student’s study abroad program can include courses from the following list of 3000 or 4000 level courses :

* 3xxx/4xxx CRJU course

* 3xxx/4xxx HIST course

* 3xxx/4xxx INTL course

* 3xxx/4xxx MILS course

* 3xxx/4xxx POLS course

These courses are permissible for students as long as they are part of a recognized UNG-sanctioned study abroad
program, or an international internship, which has been approved by the SSST coordinator. The Political Science &
International Affairs Department Head can give exceptions to this policy at their discretion.
